Report on Drinking Water


During The financial year 2005-06 Mangaldai PHE Division got sanction for 350 Nos. of Singur Hand Pump under Programme Mukhya Mantrir Khowapani Jogan Abhijan. Accordingly the Division started the works and completed the whole works in all respect within the financial year 2005-06. Again, 383 Nos. of Tara Pump, 232 Nos. Singur Hand Pump and 334 Nos. of Development of Pond were sanctioned during 2004-05 under Prime Minister’s Announcement Programme and spilled over to 2005-06 as target. The Division had taken up the works and successfully completed the entire works in all respect and achieved the 100% target. In the Month of March’2004 Barkumarpara Piped Water Supply Scheme was sanctioned under Programme SCCP and Division started the works of the scheme and approximately 70% progress also achieved. But till date no fund against Barkumarpara W/S/S has been received, as a consequence contractor could not get payment and the progress of work is going slow. Under Programme ARP 255 Nos. of Habitations were targeted to cover by means of spot source and piped water supply scheme. Out of which 100 Nos. of habitations could be covered against the targeted habitations. 3 (Three) Nos.PWSS namely 1) Gadhiapara 2) Pakabangi Kabei Chuba 3) Hetemtola were proposed to cover under Programme ARP during 2005-06. Out of those PWSS 80% progress could be achieved for Gadhiapara PWSS. The Land of Pakabangi Kabei Chuba had been allotted to this Division from the end of D.C.Darrang but not yet handed over to this Division for which the work could not be started. However the land of Hetemtola W/S/S has already been handed over to this Division during the month of January/06 and the work of Hetemtola W/S/S is running at present and targeted to complete it with in this financial year positively.



During the financial year 2006-07 this Division targeted to cover 169 Nos. of Habitations by spot source and PWSS and already 36 Nos. Habitations have already been covered up to the reporting month. The Division is taking every initiative to achieve the target of PWSS as well as spot sources under ARP and All other programme in time.
