In the meantime, due to re-organisation of BTAD and Non-BTAD, bifurcation of AAY families have been made and as a result of which a total numbers of AAY beneficiaries left with Darrang district is 17,394. The above families presently are getting the rice under this scheme @ Rs. 3.00 per KG as per quantum fixed by the Government against each periodic allotment.

37) Public Distribution system



The PDS system in Darrang district is being smoothly running with the monthly allocation of Rice / Levy sugar / S K oil (blue dyed)/ wheat and wheat products, salt as received from Government. The above mentioned items are being distributed against the FICs at Government fixed price. 



The Food and Civil Supplies Department is a public utility department. The department has been vested with the responsibility of various scheme like PDS / TPDS etc. sponsored by the central Government for socio economic upliftment of weaker section of the society. In Darrang district also an untiring effort has been made to give relief from the burden of price hike of day-to-day needs of certain essential commodities by way of providing the same to general public as well as to the selected beneficiaries at a subsidized rate.



Consequent upon promulgation of the Removal of (licencing requirements, stock limits and movement restriction) on specified food stuffs order, 2002, the Food and Civil supplies department has lost its control over the business on open market. Trade Articles and the prices are as such determined by the theory of demand and supplies. The open market of Darrang district sold depends upon Guwahati market and as such the pricing pattern is also determined by its feeder market.



The price line of open market Trade Articles is stable except in case of potato and onion. Moreover, there is a marginal trend in rise of prices of wheat products in open market as on date.
